The
basic courses in FIRST YEAR are being taught
by the teachers who are not having specializa-
tions in core Engineering. The result is obvious
i.e. the FUNDAMENTALS are not taught and
some how or the other, the courses are covered
by the teachers. Such students later on become
the Faculty and the situation becomes from bad
to worst.

Looking to the above scenario, we decided to
have a one week FDP for young Faculty, and get
them to be taught by the senior and learned ex-
perts, so that some of the concepts of the Faculty
could be cleared at this stage at least.
