SAFETY AWARENESS PROGRAM 16th OCTOBER

AND MOCK DRILL 2025.

Department of Fire Technology and Safety Engineering recently organized a safety Awareness Program
and Mock Drill was organized in our Department of fire technology and safety engineering to educate
students about the importance of fire safety and the correct response during fire emergencies. The !
session began with a brief introduction about fire. -
The instructor explained the *types of fire* based on the nature of fuel: Class A for solid materials like B
wood and paper, Class B for flammable liquids like petrol and diesel, and Class C for flammable gases like 32
LPG. Students were also introduced to other specialized classes such as Class D (metal fires) and Class K §
(cooking oil fires). Different *types of fire extinguishers* were demonstrated, including water type for
Class A fires, foam type for Class B fires, CO; extinguishers for electrical and liquid fires, and dry chemical
powder extinguishers suitable for multiple fire classes.

Students were trained in the *operation of a fire extinguisher* using the PASS technique: Pull the pin, Aim at the base of fire, Squeeze the handle, and
Sweep side to side. Practical demonstrations were conducted for *solid fires, liquid fires, and gas fires*, allowing participants to observe real-time
extinguishing methods.

The program concluded with a live *mock drill* where students practiced evacuation, emergency response, and use of extinguishers under
supervision. Overall, the event enhanced awareness about fire hazards and equipped students with essential fire safety knowledge and practical skills.
